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Holy Names University enjoys an international reputation as one of the major centers for Kodály music teacher training.  The first institution of higher learning to grant an advanced degree in Kodály music education in North America, Holy Names has maintained an internationally renowned faculty in its program for over 40 years.  Students come from throughout the Americas, Europe and the Pacific Rim to study with Hungarian master teachers and distinguished American faculty to develop their own musicianship while learning how to teach.  An integrated and practical curriculum, a supportive atmosphere, and a high standard of excellence are hallmarks of the program.
The Kodály Summer Institute offers credit toward the Master’s Degree in Music Education with Kodály Emphasis, the Kodály Specialist Certificate, Kodály Summer Certification, or it may be taken for professional enrichment only.  It is open to music teachers who wish to advance professionally, as well as to those with a background in music who wish to explore music education as a possible career.

INSTITUTE COURSES
Courses are scheduled daily, Monday-Friday, from 8:00 a.m.-4:30 p.m.  
Each level of certification requires one summer of study, with enrollment in all of the courses listed below.  Successful completion of all three levels, along with certification requirements, results in Kodály Summer Certification.  This certification is endorsed by the Organization of American Kodály Educators (OAKE).  Anyone wishing divide Levels course work over two summers is required to enroll in musicianship and conducting classes prior to taking the pedagogy and folk music classes.

Kodály Pedagogy – MUSCX210A,B,C
Strategies are presented for implementing the Kodály philosophy of education in the music classroom.  Each level features a peer teaching forum, allowing participants to try out theory in practice.

· Level I: PK-1.   Includes singing, voice exploration, movement to music, listening and improvisation, early melodic and rhythmic concepts and skill development.

· Level II: Grades 2-4.  Continuation of elementary melodic and rhythmic concept and skill development, including reading and writing activities, memorization, and beginning part-work.

· Level III: Grades 5-8.  Continuing and advanced pedagogical practice.

Musicianship – MUSCX211A,B,C
Participants are assigned a section of daily solfège instruction according to a placement assessment on the first day.   Classes include training in sight singing, ear training, intonation, memorization, dictation, harmonic hearing, and stylistic analysis. 

Folk Music – MUSCX214A,B,C
Song materials are chosen from the many cultures represented in the United States.  They include singing games and dances as well as songs appropriate for each level of instruction.  Methods of research, collection and analysis are presented and participants have the oppor-tunity to work in the HNU Folk Song Collection, an archive recognized by the Library of Congress.  

Choir – MUSCX218
Judit Hartyányi, visiting Hungarian professor, will lead daily choral rehearsals for the entire institute.  The institute will conclude on the evening of July 24th with a performance by the choir, followed by a reception for families and friends.

Conducting – MUSCX215A,B,C
Beginning and continuing conducting skills are taught in a choral lab setting, allowing participants to put conducting theory into practice with a choral ensemble.  Level I conducting students will separate into two classes, to provide instruction to both beginning and experienced conductors.

Holy Names is delighted to announce the return of Helga Dietrich, internationally recognized as one of the most creative and dynamic figures in the field of early childhood music education.  In these sessions, she will present materials for teaching, techniques for developing musical responsiveness and creativity, and goals for music education in early childhood inspired by Zoltán Kodály’s philosophy.  Videotapes of work with children will allow participants to observe these techniques in practice.  
The workshops will explore the use of age-appropriate and playful musical activities for the development of social, emotion, cognitive and musical skills.  Guidelines will be presented for selecting, analyzing and organizing song and game collections, as well as identifying songs for listening.  Participants will be challenged to develop their own musical creativity by developing activities based on the ideas presented in the workshop.

For those who are new to the Kodály Center, we also recommend enrolling in a musicianship/ solfège class offered during the HNU Kodály Summer Institute (July 6-24, M-F, 9:30-10:40am).

Gemma is the K-5 Music Specialist at Convent of the Sacred Heart in San Francisco.  She has taught in the HNU Kodaly Summer Institute since 1997, and is on the faculty of the Training Division of the Piedmont Boys’ and Girls’ Choirs where she conducts the Girls’ Intermediate Choir.  A member of the San Francisco Symphony Chorus, she currently serves as President of the Northern California Association of Kodály Educators.





Helga Dietrich – Diploma, Choral Conducting and Teachers’ Training, Liszt Academy, Budapest. Lecturer, Teacher’s Training College of Budapest.  Helga is an active teacher of preschool music and has taught Kodály courses in Scotland, England, Canada and the United States.  She is a member of the Early Childhood Commission of ISME and has presented papers at conferences in Poland, England, Australia, Japan and Hungary.  Since 1999, she has taught frequently in the Holy Names Kodály Summer Institute.








Judit Hartyányi – Diploma, Choral Conducting and Teachers’ Training, Liszt Academy, Budapest, Hungary.  Judit is Associate Professor of Music Education and Choral Conducting and Director of Girls’ Chorus at the Liszt Academy.  She has served as juror for numerous international choral competitions, and has taught summer courses and workshops in Italy, Slovenia, Ireland, New Zealand, England, the Philippines and the U.S.  She has taught frequently at Holy Names since 1995, in both summer and academic year programs.  Judit serves as Vice President of the International Kodály Society, and as President of the Hungarian Kodály Society. 





Anne Laskey - B.A., Philosophy, Grinnell College; M.A., Music, Claremont Graduate School; Kodály Specialist Certificate, Holy Names University.  Anne is the director of the Kodály Center at Holy Names and supervisor of student teaching.  She taught music at Convent of the Sacred Heart in San Francisco for more than ten years and served as Assistant Conductor of the San Francisco Boys Chorus from 1990-95.  Anne has served two terms on the board of the Organization of American Kodály Educators and received OAKE’s Outstanding Educator Award in 2008.  





Hélène Matters – M.Ed., University of Queensland, Australia; M.M.in M.Ed., Holy Names University.  Hélène served as Interim Director of the Holy Names University Music Department from 2003-2005, and joined the Kodály Summer Institute faculty in 2005.  She has taught graduate and undergraduate musicianship and theory classes, and piano.  In 2004, she served as co-chair of the national OAKE Conference in San Francisco.  Hélène lives near Brisbane, where she directs a woman’s vocal ensemble.





Ildikó Salgado - Diploma, Choral Conducting and Teacher Training, Liszt Academy, Budapest, Hungary.  Ildi has taught solfége, conducting and chamber singers in Holy Names University’s MM in Music Education degree program since 2001.   She served as guest conductor of the 2002, 2005 and 2008 HNU Children’s Choral Festival, and has a special interest in the representation of nature in Renaissance music.  Ildi has been part of the HNU Kodaly Summer Institute faculty since 2002.
