Summer Basketball Camp FAQ’s

How much does it cost?

For 30 hours of quality supervision and instruction the cost per week is $200.  Each additional week or sibling is $175.
How do I sign up?

What ages can attend?

Boys and Girls between the ages of 7 and 13 years.  

What if my child has little or no basketball experience?

Great!  Our camp is structured for all skill levels.  We teach all the essential fundamentals important to both beginners and more advanced players.  This is done in an energetic and enthusiastic atmosphere that makes learning fun.

Is lunch included?

Lunch is not included in the cost of camp.  Campers are welcome to bring a bag lunch or they have the option of purchasing lunch in the school dining hall on a daily basis.  

Can my child attend more than one session?

Yes!  We encourage campers to return for additional sessions.  Year after year, boys and girls attend more than one session, some even attend all 3 weeks!  There is also a $25 discount for each additional session you attend.  

My child is only 7 years old, are they expected to play against 13 year olds?

No.  In the afternoon during our 5 on 5 games, we break the camp up into older and younger divisions.  This applies to all contests and games as well.
Do you offer aftercare?

We do offer aftercare for campers at an additional cost.  Aftercare is available for $8 per hour. It is available from camp dismissal at 3pm up until 5pm.  Campers remaining after dismissal need to check in with the aftercare coach and will be supervised until a parent picks them up.  Time spent in aftercare will be logged and parents are expected to pay at the end of week.  Any child remaining after 3:15 will be automatically charged.
