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At HNU, there are a few words, phrases and acronyms that are unique to our campus.  Here is a brief list of definitions so that you will know what people are talking about (and be able to participate!) during your time at HNU.
 
ASHNU = Associated Students of Holy Names University, otherwise known as student government.   ASHNU is a great way to effect change at HNU. If you are interested in getting involved, be sure to visit the ASHNU Office in the Soda Commons. 
CAPS= Counseling and Psychological Services. Please call or stop by for an appointment. CAPS is located on Durocher A-Level. Email: counseling@hnu.edu. 
FYE = First Year Experience Program. All first year undergraduate students are enrolled in the Connections Project First Year Experience Program which involves classes, a lab, peer mentoring and a common reading, all designed to help new students with the transition to college and to familiarize them with campus resources.
Hawk = Our mascot is the hawk. His name is Mo, hence the name MoHawk…You can interact with him at the HNU Basketball Games and other sporting events on campus. He also comes out during campus visit days. 
Hawk’s Nest = The Hawk's Nest is a community game room set up for student entertainment and relaxation. You can hang out on the couches, watch TV or a movie on the new state of the art video/sound system, play pool, foosball, or ping pong with friends, or hold meetings or event in a more comfortable surrounding. A small courtyard adjacent to the Hawks Nest is also a great place to sit and chat while enjoying the great Bay Area weather.
ISAC = Five multi-disciplinary courses in Integrative Studies Across Cultures compose the Integrative Studies Across Cultures program and form a coherent, unified, and multi-disciplinary study of human experience.  The courses cross the boundaries of the traditional academic disciplines, integrating many fields of learning in order to illuminate the rich possibilities and ambiguities of the human condition. 
NAIA = National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics. The NAIA is a national association that supports our athletic program.
Public Market=The Dining Hall. This newly renovated space is based on the concept of the Public Marketplace in Seattle and features comfortable and movable furniture as well as several flat screen televisions and photos of campus events making it a fun place to eat or catch the game. 
RA = Resident Assistant.  RAs are student staff members who live in the residential community.  RAs foster and promote a dorm environment that is engaging, supportive and respectful. They are available to answer questions, listen to concerns, and help resolve conflicts that may arise.
SNJM = The Sisters of the Holy Names go by the name SNJM. They are the order of sisters who founded Holy Names University over 140 years ago. The values and traditions of the Sisters still thrive on campus today.
