THE POOL IS CLOSED TO ALL USE BETWEEN 11PM -5:30AM. Anyone caught inside the pool area will be subject to discipline or arrest.
Actions to be taken:
· If someone is observed inside the pool area after hours, notify the frontgate.

· Frontgate personnel will contact a designated on-campus person for a response:

· The responder will go to the pool area and assess the situation. The frontgate will keep the responder and situation on camera. The frontgate and responder will stay in radio contact during the assessment.

· If the responder is comfortable with the situation, he will notify the frontgate that he is clearing the pool area and does not need OPD to be notified for a response. An incident report will be written and submitted for review for action by the Athletic Director.
· If the responder is uncomfortable with the situation, he will notify the frontgate to notify OPD for a call-out. The responder will not approach the offenders and will await OPD as the point of contact from HNU. Upon OPD’s arrival the responder will identify himself and file a report. The responder is authorized as an HNU agent to sign for an arrest by OPD. An incident report will be written and submitted for review and follow-up by the Athletic Director.
The responder will be responsible to notify the frontgate the pool area is once again clear and properly closed. The frontgate will make a log entry confirming the closure.

Open Swim Option until 11pm is possible by taking the following steps:

· If any group of more than 5 people (not including the lifeguard) want to use the pool during open swim option, then they will need to contact a lifeguard from a call-out list. A lifeguard MUST be on duty while the pool is in use. 

· The lifeguard will confirm with the gate that an open swim will be in session with specific details of who is on duty and the extended pool hours to be used. The frontgate will make a log entry documenting the exchange.

· The lifeguard will notify Resident Life and the Athletic Department via email that an open swim session has been requested and the frontgate has been notified with the same details.

· The lifeguard will be responsible to notify the frontgate upon closure and that the area is clear of persons. The frontgate will make a log entry confirming the closure.
